What are the Obstacles Now? 
Infrastructure

ÂNot enough wireless access to run wireless 
devices in classrooms

ÂLack of a dedicated ñguestò wireless which 
can result in district devices being blocked

ÂUsing most of district technology budget 
to work on infrastructure, rather than 
investing in more devices, more PD, etc.



What are the Obstacles Now? 
Inequity of equipment/Equipment 

Access

ÂDifferent schools have different levels of access 
which means some students have rich 
technology opportunities and some do not

ÂMany teachers are ready to embed technology, 
but do not have equipment to do so

ÂBased on age, some equipment does not have 
access/combatability to applications/software 
that is needed
